This April, Heights Venture
Architects, LLP completed
the Sunset Ridge project, a
unique building designed for
BPI Realty, Inc. What makes
the project unique is the use
of the Koreteck® pre-
engineered wall system.

BPI engaged Heights Venture

to design a 15,330 square
foot retail shell. Budget con-

siderations led to the decision g

to use a pre-engineered metal
building while aesthetics had
to be maintained. Helping to
reach that goal was the use of
the Koreteck® system.

“We had to decide how to
clad the building and keep
the cost low,” said Project
Administrator Michael
Kravetz. “That is why we
went with the Koreteck®
system. This system provides
higher building insulation, a
structural wall that is ready
for exterior finishes, and gyp-
sum can be applied directly
without interior studs.”

The panels consists of a se-
ries of 20 gauge steel plates
surrounded by Perform
Guard® EPS insulation,
which provide the high ther-
mal efficiency and low sound
transmission. Each panel can
reach a height of 18 feet and
can be stacked for greater
heights. Widths range from
two to four feet with a thick-

dry-in of the shell.

Sunset Ridge required the use of the Koreteck® pre-
engineered wall system, which provides high thermal
efficiency, low sound transmission and an accelerated

ness of six to eight inches.
Thanks in part to the non-
cavity construction, once the
Koreteck® system is in-
stalled, it is ready for final
interior and exterior finishes.

Once the steel frame was up
at Sunset Ridge, the skin was
in place in only four days.
The speed of the project and
the low amount of materials
and manpower used allowed
the building to come in at
$65 per square foot for build-
ing and site improvements, a
price Kravetz said was
“outstanding, especially for

the finish used for this
building.”

Because of the Ko-
reteck® panel system,
the owner can tout its
high R-values, leading
to lower energy needs
for any future tenants.
The Koreteck® panel
system also allows for a quiet
interior due to its enhanced
acoustic ability, an important
feature due to its location
along the Sam Houston Toll-
way. Per Koreteck®, the sys-
tem is manufactured from

fewer natural resources and
the materials are also recycla-
ble, helping reduce the im-
pact traditional construction
methods have on the environ-
ment.
